A MESSAGE FROM 

FR. JESS 
 
 
 
 

 
Dear Family of God, 

Why celebrate the DedicaƟon of the Lateran Basilica in 
Rome? 

First, because it is the Episcopal Seat (the Cathedral) of 
the Pope as the Bishop of Rome. And so, this Church is 
the “Mother and Head of all Churches in Rome and the 
World,” according to the inscripƟon which Pope Clement 
XII (1730-1740) placed in the Church. 

Secondly, it is the Įrst public ChrisƟan Church in the 
Roman Empire, built by Emperor ConstanƟne aŌer he 
legalized ChrisƟanity(313A.D.). It was dedicated by Pope 
St. Sylvester I last November 9, 324. Located on a land 
owned by the Laterani family, that is why the name St. 
John Lateran Basilica. But its oĸcial name is “The Papal 
Archbasilica of the Most Holy Savior and Saints John the 
BapƟst and John the Evangelist in the Lateran.” 

Thirdly, it was the residence of the Pope since the 4th 
Century unƟl their moving to Avignon in 1309, then to 
the VaƟcan in 1377. Was the site of Įve Ecumenical 
Councils, when the Įrst Jubilee Year was proclaimed in 
the 1300 and the place where St. Francis of Assisi 
peƟƟoned the Pope to begin the Franciscan Order. 

Pope Innocent X commissioned the present structure in 
1646; beneath its high altar rest the remain of a small 
wooden table, on which, according to tradiƟon, St. Peter 
celebrated the Mass. 

May we all worship the Body of Christ present both in 
the Blessed Sacrament and in every ChrisƟan united to 
Jesus Christ in faith and the sacraments.

ConƟnuaƟon from last week-encounters with souls in 
purgatory: 
 

"I am Pietro Di Mauro.  I died in a Įre on Sept. 18, 1908," 
the man in the black cloak told Padre Pio who was lying on 
his cot one evening.   The man said he had lived and died in 
that room when the monastery was used as a home for the 
elderly.   Padre Pio asked the man what he wanted. 
 

"I am coming from purgatory.  The Lord has allowed me to 
come to ask you to oīer for me the Holy Mass of tomorrow 
morning.  I will then be able to enter heaven," he 
said.  Padre Pio agreed to do this.  Padre Pio walked the 
man out, and then he "became fully aware of having 
spoken to a deceased person only when, going out to the 
churchyard, the man suddenly disappeared.  I must confess 
that I re-entered the monastery somewhat frightened.” 

 

Padre Pio told the story to his superior who then went to 
the registry oĸce.  He indeed found the records of the man 
and cause of death exactly as the soul from purgatory said. 
 

Padre Pio also encountered a young friar dusƟng the 
altar at dinner Ɵme.  Padre Pio told the young friar to go 
and eat dinner, but the soul told him that "for disobedience 
I received the task to keep the main altar clean and orderly 
during my probaƟon year.  I was disrespecƞul many Ɵmes 
to Jesus in the sacrament by passing in front of the altar 
without revering the Most Holy One in the tabernacle.  For 
grave omission, I am sƟll in purgatory.  Now the Lord, in His 
inĮnite goodness, sends me to you so you can determine 
how much longer I must suīer in those Ňames of love.  Help 
me."   
 

Padre Pio told him to remain unƟl morning.  'You are cruel!" 
the soul shouted, then disappeared.  "That wailing created 
a wound in my heart that I have felt and shall feel all my 
life," said Padre Pio. "I, who through divine delegaƟon could 
have sent that soul to heaven, condemned him to remain 
another night in the Ňames of purgatory."
