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A MESSAGE FROM 
FR. JESS 

 
 

 
Dear Family of God, 
 

I want to share with you again a homily entitled TRUTH 
PRECEDES LOVE by Msgr. Charles Pope, given in 2020: “One of 
the problems with modern Western culture is the tendency to 
prioritize feelings and emotions over truth and reason. This has 
infected the Church as well; not offending often takes 
precedence over the unambiguous teaching of doctrine and 
the truth of the faith.” 
 

In his recent book, Christus Vincit, Bishop Athanasius Schneider 
writes, 
 

“The crisis in the Church today is due to a neglect of the truth 
and specifically a reversal of the order of truth and love. Today 
a new principle of pastoral life is being propagated in the 
Church, which says: love and mercy are the highest criteria and 
truth has to be subordinated to them. According to this new 
theory, if there is a conflict between love and truth, truth must 
be sacrificed. This is a reversal and a perversion in the literal 
sense of the word.” (p. 166). 
 

This makes an important point about the order of truth and 
love. As the Bishop reminds us, truth precedes love. It also 
serves as the foundation of true and perfect love. 
 

Bishop Schneider roots this insight not just in the nature of 
things but in the action of God. God first sends forth his truth 
in the Law, through the prophets, and, perfectly, through His 
Son, the Word made flesh. Then, having rooted and 
established us in the truth, He sends forth the Holy Spirit, the 
Person of the Holy Trinity most associated with love. God has 
poured out His love into our hearts through the Holy Spirit, 
whom He has given us (Rom 5:5). Thus, truth precedes love 
and frames its demands and blessings. 
 

The precedence of truth is important for another reason: 
today, love is often reduced to kindness. While kindness is one 
aspect of love, so are correction and rebuke. In our culture, if 
we do not kindly approve of anything others want to do, we 
risk being called hateful. Love is often equated with approval, 
with being “nice.” 
 

All of us must be more courageous in speaking the truth. To lie 
or to be silent as the wolf of deception devours them is not 
love; it is hate, or even worse, indifference. It is neither loving 
nor merciful to deprive people of the truth that can set them 
free. Love and mercy are beautiful, but they must be preceded 
by the truth. I am grateful to Bishop Schneider for this 
reminder. 
 

May we all love one another, rooted in our true identity as 
beloved Children of God.

Pope Pius IX established the Feast of the Sacred Heart of 
Jesus in 1856 making it a universal feast day that we know 
today.  You can Google "Praymorenovenas.com" to have 
the novena sent right to your email so you don't miss it.   
 

Why is this feast day so important?  First of all, Jesus 
requested it, so really, no other reason needed, right?  We 
celebrate Jesus infinite, redeeming love and divine mercy 
for humanity.  And boy, do we need it.  From the massive 
sins of the world to the sins committed by each of us, we 
need mercy - each and every one of us.  Jesus said to St. 
Faustina, "I detest even the smallest sin."  We are so 
blessed to have a Lord who is so kind, gentle and merciful 
despite our sinful nature.   
 

This feast day centers on the physical heart of Jesus as a 
symbol of His very real love, reminding us of His gruesome 
passion and His continuous call for a personal relationship 
with Him.

Core idea: Mary brings joy by delivering the faithful from 
danger.                                                                              
Vignette: Medieval chronicles from France, Spain, and 
Italy tell a popular story in which three Christian knights, 
captured and imprisoned by Muslim forces, prayed to the 
Blessed Virgin. Mary appeared, broke their chains, and led 
them out of captivity. Their sudden liberation was 
celebrated as a “joy” granted by Our Lady, and shrines 
and images invoking her as “Notre Dame de Joie / 
Madonna della Gioia / Señora de la Alegría” spread across 
Europe.                                                                                 
                
This is why the title appears in medieval Marian litanies, 
miracle books, and devotional art. (This medieval 
background is not tied to any Vatican-approved 
apparition; it is a devotional title arising from miracle 
tradition.)
